Radio Exercise

Shaking out the cobwebs

Split up group – 

· Signal boat crew – Mac on 68, Carrier on 71

· Markset crew – Argo on 68 setting for Mac, Vanenna on 71 setting for Carrier

Everybody takes a turn at the following – 

· Turn on, turn off

· Check band for U or US band

· Perform lock and unlock on your channel

· Adjust squelch up and down

· Select your channel and lock

Signal boats and marksets go to directed locations and perform the following – 

· Signal boat establishes communication and sends markset to approximate location.

· Signal boat requests wind readings and markset responds. Signal boat receives and replies “roger 320 and 4 kts”.
· Signal boat provides lat lon for signal boat for entry on markset. Markset repeats numbers.

· Signal directs markset to course 320 and 1.5 long, 1.25 short with offsets. Markset repeats and later confirms completion.

· Signal asks for wind reading. Markset responds.

· Signal reports “sending 15 Etchells and 6 Shields”. Markset responds.

· Carrier asks Vanenna to switch and answer on private channel (72). Markset confirms.

· Mac asks Argo to switch and answer on private channel (69). Markset confirms.
· Markset reports wind shift to 300. Signal says “wait one” then implements request to inflate yellow and set at 300. Markset repeats and later confirms completion.

· Signal thanks markset for day’s work and sends markset to shadow the Shields to the harbor.

Go for clarity, brevity.

Vocabulary to dust off – 

Good ----
Over – Back to you

Roger or Copy – message received – best to repeat message as well.

Say Again or Come Back – Repeat

Break – a good way to separate words

Numbers or Figures– a good term to commence numbers

Affirmative – yes, you are correct

Negative – no, you are not correct
Wilco – will comply
Wait One or Standby – a moment is needed to generate information or response

Not desirable -----
Out – not needed until end of day since you are monitoring and standing by the entire day.

No – sounds like “go” and is only one syllable.
